in Writing Exercise #16, we looked at the idea of importance, noted some modifiers of importance (‘greatly’, ‘to a
degree’ etc.) and realised the need to explain why/how a result was importance.

But how do you MEASURE that importance?

Your teachers may have taught you Partington’s taxonomy, or a mnemonicsuch as: ‘GREAT’, the ‘5Rs’ or ‘NAME’.
If they have, follow their advice.

If they have not specified an approach, however what | would suggest, for this kind of question, is that you should
look at the event’s/development’s results and think about:
e At The Time: How impactful/ what did people feel & say about it at the time?
e Legacy Effect: With the benefit of hindsight, how long-lasting were the results/ were they a turning point
in events/ do they still affect today

e Maodifier: not implemented

e At The Time: Promisesregardedas a leap forward, but much killed in Congress, and cut short by assassination

e Legacy Effect: The 1963 Report was a turning point, implemented by LBJ, and regarded as the foundation of
today’s Civil Rights.
