Harald Hardrada  

Choose a colour and add it to the key (bottom right)


In September, Hardrada sailed out from his capital at Trondheim in Norway.  He travelled via the Shetlands and the Orkneys, then along the coast of Scotland, attacking Cleveland and Scarborough before sailing up the Humber.  He fought a huge battle with the Saxons at Fulford, after which he moved to Stamford Bridge, where Harold surprised and defeated him.
b.
Harold Godwinson

Choose a second colour and add it to the key (bottom right).


Harold’s base was at London.  When he heard that Hardrada had invaded Yorkshire, he quickly marched north to York, then immediately marched to Stamford Bridge where he surprised and defeated Hardrada.


Hearing that William had invaded, Harold quickly marched back south to London, then immediately marched to Hastings hoping to surprise William (as he had surprised Harald).

c.
William of Normandy

William built his fleet in the mouth of the River Dives at Cabourg.  He then sailed up the coast to St Valery, where he gathered his troops and waited for a favourable wind. On 28 September he sailed across the Channel to Pevensey, before moving to Hastings, where he built a fort.
