· Go through the nine differences; for each, try to understand why Catholics found Protestant views so confrontational, and why Protestants found the Catholic beliefs so unacceptable.

· Try to link back the Protestant beliefs to the changes you noticed in the church; can you explain any of the differences in the 1570 church by referring to what Protestants believed?
