[image: image2.png]1 In 1572, Protestants in the
Netherlands rebelled against
Spain. Elizabeth | of England
sent troops and money to the
Dutch rebels.

2 The rulers of the Ottoman
{Turkish) Empire were enemies
of Spain. In 1580, England
signed a trade treaty with
Turkey.

3 France was an enemy of
Spain. In 1581 the Duke of
Anjou led a French army to
help the Dutch, and signed a
marriage treaty with Elizabeth |
of England.

4 England was an enemy of
Spain. in 1581, England had
laws forbidding the Catholic
religion.

5 It was difficult to rule the
huge empire. It took Philip
months to reply to letters.
