· Explain what Eugenio de Salazar meant by the following:

· began to bring up our very souls
· a ship is a long narrow city
· it has its streets, open spaces and dwellings
· it is encircled by its walls
· it has one or two fountains
· the dwellings … seem more like burial holes, or the caves of Hell
· the men … are like hens being carried to market
· for game in the neighbourhood there are fine flights of cockroaches, and very good rat-hunting
· lice so enormous that sometimes they are seasick and vomit out bits of sailor
· a few beefbones, with bits of sinew clinging to them
· whip out their knives and daggers and fall upon those poor bones
· it is like an ant heap
· like a cat-burglar clinging to a wall
· they dole it out in thimbles.
