This is the second part of your descriptive narrative: ‘The Story of a Slave’, which will describe the sequence of events through which the African victims were caught, taken across the Atlantic, and then sold to a plantation in the Americas.

Suggest reasons why the three boys were paid so little. Suggest the kind of jobs they may have done.

What can we learn from this list about the crew of a slave ship?
(Optional) Task Three:

Print off a copy of the map of West Africa (worksheet E11) and tally onto it the different destinations of the ships leaving from Liverpool in 1771 (worksheet E10).

Repeat for the ships leaving Liverpool in 1798 (worksheets E12i and E12ii).  Discuss with a partner what changes you notice between 1771 and 1798.

Working with a partner or in a small group, use the information on the webpage to sort out everything you have learned about the Middle Passage.

Spend some time planning how you will organise the information, then write it up as a continuous narrative, adding it to the section of your ‘Story of a Slave’ on being captured that you have already written.
