Using Sources 1-7 and A-G, wrote a play entitled: ‘An 18th century argument between a Slave Trader and an Abolitionist’.


In their debate, one of the two will make a point, then the other will reply to counter that argument, then will go on to make a point of their own.  In the end, the Abolitionist should win the argument.

Compare your invented argument with the real debate in the House of Commons in 1807.

The British Slave Trade lasted from 1562 until 1807 – almost 250 years.  Does your invented argument help explain why it lasted so long, when so many people were so clear that it was morally wrong?
