Use source 2 to help you explain in your own words why Britain's Empire was called the empire on which the sun never set'. 
c.
Study source 3.  List, in your own words, TEN good things that the official said Britain had given to the colonies. 
d.
Look again at source 1, and read the caption.  Does this picture support the claims of the writer of source 3?  Explain your answer. 

e.
Looking at your list of benefits (question 3) suggest. 
• ONE that was the result of the desire to make money, 
• ONE that was the result of care for the native people, 
• ONE that was the result of the belief that the British are better than other people. 
f(i)
Study source 4.  Describe, in your own words, THREE ways in which the British Empire harmed the colonies. 
f(ii)
Is it important that source 4 is the ONLY source which does not come from the time of the British Empire? Explain your answer. 
g.
Read sources 5, 6 and 7.  Choose ONE of these sources which you think supports the claims of the writer of source 4.  Explain carefully HOW it supports source 4. 
h.
Look again at source 5.  Why might Bishop Heber have thought it was a good thing that the British had a huge empire?

i.
Look at source 8.  Suggest why it offers such a radically different opinion of the British empire.  Does the fact that it is written by an Indian make it more reliable than the other sources on the webpage?

j(i)
Look carefully at source 9.  Notice all the details of the picture.  Identify four things which show that the white man is in charge. 
J(ii)
Look again at source 9.  Write down two things we would not accept today. 
Task Two:
2.
Working with a partner, go through all of Chapter 2 – the lessons on Clive, the growth of the British Empire, the American Revolution, the Slave Trade and this webpage on Attitudes to Empire – and build two lists: things that make you proud of the British Empire, and things that make you ashamed of the British Empire.

Weigh the two sides.  Using all of your knowledge and the sources on this webpage, write a long essay to answer the question: ‘Can the British be proud of the British Empire?’


Remember to PEE every paragraph:

· Make each Point (for or against) simply

· Cite your facts and Evidence

· Explain how it might make the British proud or ashamed.


Finish with a conclusion pulling all the ideas together and coming to an overall conclusion.
