a Then the farmers sowed the seed. They did this broadcast,
throwing the seed to either side of them from a large bag. Birds
ate the seeds, some fell on stony ground, and — because the
seeds did not grow In straight lines — it was difficult to kill the
weeds as the crops grew. The main crop sown was wheat,
though barley and oats were also grown.

b First of all the farmer ploughed the land. Some farmers still used
oxen. Ploughing killed the weeds, and brought to the surface the
goodness which had been washed down into the soil by the rain.

¢ When the harvest was ripe, workmen were hired who reaped
t)'ée Ckmp' cutting it with a sickle and standing 1t in bundles called
stooks.
