Study the information on the webpage, then:

Task One: 
1.
Working with a partner, cut out the ‘HAPPY WOMEN’ cards below; put two packs together to make a set of 52 cards.  The cards detail the 13 main developments that took place in the 19th Century as women slowly gained civil and political rights.

2.
Play a game of 'HAPPY WOMEN' in a group of 3 or 4 as follows:


Shuffle the cards.  Each player is dealt a hand of 8 cards. The remaining cards are placed face down on the table.  The game is a variant of 'Happy Families'.  In turn, each pupil picks up a card, then discards a card, face up, onto a pile next to the pack.  Pupils can pick up from either pile.  The aim of the game is to make 'tricks' by matching ‘dates cards’ against ‘advances cards’.  A ‘trick' consists of an advance card with the correct date card.  The first player to make four tricks wins the game.
3.
When you have played the game for a while, lay out a single set of advances cards in chronological order, then work as a team to select and put in order of date:

· the (5) advances which affected a wife's relationship with her husband, 
· the (4) advances which affected a woman's education, 
· the (3) advances which affected the woman's world of work 

Read through the advances cards again, then discuss as a group:
· Which advance do you think was the most important? 
· Do any of the dates surprise/outrage you?
