The Provisional Government 

10.  Conjunctions V – for example, for instance, such as, notably, in particular 

The conjunctions ‘for example’, ‘for instance’, ‘such as’, ‘notably’, ‘in particular’ are ESSENTIAL for your essays, 
because they allow you to introduce relevant factual information (exemplification) to support your ideas, and 
thereby to demonstrate your knowledge to the reader. 

 “There were shortages of food – for example, only one-tenth of the prewar milk supply was reaching Petrograd.”
