Kennedy becomes US president. He immediately breaks
January 1961 off diplomatic relations with Cuba.

April 1961 A CIA-funded invasion at the Bay of Pigs is defeated.

At the Vienna summit, Khrushchev orders Kennedy to get
June 1961 out of West Berlin.

The Russians build the Berlin Wall, taking the USA by
August 1961 surprise.

September 1961 Khrushchev starts sending weapons to Cuba.

ber 1961 Kennedy authorises Operation Mongoose, including
November attempts to assassinate Castro.

14 October 1962 A US spy-plane discovers ICBM launch pads in Cuba,
ctober starting the Cuban Missile Crisis.

22 October 1962 Kennedy announces a naval blockade.

25 October 1962 Russian ships reach the blockade but turn back.

26 October 1962 Khrushchev' offers to d'|smantle the bases if Kennedy
promises not to invade. Kennedy agrees.

27 October 1962 Khrushchev tells Kennedy to d|smantI<'e us m|.SS|Ie bases in
Turkey. Kennedy agrees as long as it remains secret.

28 October 1962 Khrushchev accepts Kenru?dy s offer; the Cuban Missile
Crisis ends.
